Active Door Screening 

	This procedure is a suggested guideline and should be modified according to the virus that may affect your facility. The International SOS Pandemic Information Service will provide necessary details. 


All staff involved in screening MUST wear an N95 respirator (if available) or surgical mask, eye protection, gown and gloves at all times. Remember to wash your hands regularly.
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START





Ask the person if they are currently suffering from any of the following:


Chills, shivering and a fever (temperature above 38°C or 100.4°F)?


Muscle aches and pains


Sore throat


Dry cough


Trouble breathing


Sneezing


Stuffy or runny nose


Tiredness.





Take the person’s temperature. Is it above 38°C or 100.4°F?





Allow the person into the building.


Remind them that if they become ill after entering they should remain where they are and phone for assistance.





DO NOT allow the person into the building.


Tell them they must rest at home until they are better before returning.


If they are particularly ill and unable to return home give them a surgical mask and place them in an isolation room/ area.
